                   REGULAR MEETING OF THE BOARD OF EDUCATION

                              FEBRUARY 10, 2016
The regular meeting of the Bement Community Unit School District 5 Board of Education was held Wednesday, February 10, 2016 in the FACS room.  The meeting was called to order by board president Jeff Funk at 7:00 p.m.
Board members present were Jeff Funk, Janice Fogerson, Todd Scott, Valerie Stoerger, Jeanne Strack and Trixie Flavin. 
Board member Kyle Rogers was absent. 
David Pistorius from First Midstate spoke to the board about the Working Cash Bonds.

A motion was made by Strack and seconded by Scott that the board approve the resolution providing for the issue of Taxable General Obligation School Bonds, Series 2016, of the District, for the purpose of increasing the Working Cash Fund of said School District, providing for the levy of a direct annual tax sufficient to pay the principal and interest on said bonds, and authorizing the sale of said bonds to the purchaser thereof as presented.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote  

Mr. Kepley gave his middle/high school report on athletics, the spelling bee and the school report card.
Ms. Greenwood gave her elementary school report on the spelling bee, the math textbook adoption process, the school and district report cards, Grandparents Day, and the Enrichment program.
In her superintendent’s report Ms. Greenwood told the board that the district has 127 Chromebooks and more there are more to come.  The charging carts have arrived and are in three different parts of the building.  The Chromebooks are all checked out every day and are scheduled weeks in advance.  Ms. Greenwood told the board that she would like them to formally consider naming the baseball field for Chalmer Hinton after its completion.
Ms. Greenwood and Janice Fogerson spoke about events at the Triple III convention.
A motion was made by Scott and seconded by Strack that the executive session minutes of the January 13, 2016 regular meeting of the board of education be approved as presented.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.  
A motion was made by Stoerger and seconded by Strack that the open session minutes of the January 13, 2016 regular meeting of the board of education be approved as presented.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.  

A motion was made by Flavin and seconded by Scott that the open session minutes of the February 3, 2016 special meeting of the board of education be approved as presented.  Motion carried by a 5-0-1 roll call vote.  Strack – yes, Funk – yes, Stoerger – yes, Scott – yes, Fogerson – abstain, Flavin – yes.  

A motion was made by Funk and seconded by Strack that the board accept and pay all bills as presented.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote. 

Ms. Greenwood and the board reviewed the treasurer’s report.
A motion was made by Scott and seconded by Fogerson that the board adjourn to executive session at 8:03 p.m. to discuss the evaluation, employment, compensation, performance or dismissal of specific employees. Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.

A motion was made by Strack and seconded by Flavin that the board return to open session at 9:22 p.m.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.
A motion was made by Funk and seconded by Fogerson that the board employ Hilari Elzy as an elementary special education teacher for the 2016-2017 school year.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.

A motion was made by Strack and seconded by Fogerson that the board employ Chevauna Adams as an assistant softball coach for the 2015-2016 school year.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.

A motion was made by Funk and seconded by Fogerson that the board approve the Superintendent/PreK-5 Principal’s new five year contract beginning March 1, 2016 as presented.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.

A motion was made by Stoerger and seconded by Strack that the board adjourn at 9:27 p.m.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.
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
