                   REGULAR MEETING OF THE BOARD OF EDUCATION

                              MARCH 9, 2016
The regular meeting of the Bement Community Unit School District 5 Board of Education was held Wednesday, March 9, 2016 in the FACS room.  The meeting was called to order by board president Jeff Funk at 7:00 p.m.
Board members present were Jeff Funk, Janice Fogerson, Todd Scott, Valerie Stoerger, Jeanne Strack, Kyle Rogers and Trixie Flavin. 
Mr. Kepley gave his middle/high school report on athletics and a proposed Washington DC trip.
Ms. Greenwood gave her elementary school report on the 8th graders Make-A-Wish proposal, spring picture day and the Enrichment program.
In her superintendent’s report Ms. Greenwood told the board that the district continues to receive donations for the Chromebook Initiative.  This month donations have been received from individuals, Shopko and the Village of Bement.  Ms. Greenwood said that the summer work is being planned.  Ms. Greenwood told the board that the district will be adding Family and Consumer Science classes, Psychology and Drama for high school students next year.  Ms. Greenwood told the board that it is possible that the district will start the 2016-2017 school year with no funding from the State of Illinois due to the fact that there is no budget.

A motion was made by Strack and seconded by Fogerson that the board employ Hillary Bragg as a special education teacher for the 2016-2017 school year.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.

A motion was made by Rogers and seconded by Funk that the board employ Todd Macak as an assistant baseball coach for the 2015-2016 school year.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.
A motion was made by Flavin and seconded by Stoerger that the board accept the resignation of Josh Davey as presented.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.
A motion was made by Funk and seconded by Strack that the board re-employ the following non-tenured teachers and staff for the 2016-2017 school year:  Brittany Taylor, Hope Walker, Patty Miller, Julie Reynolds, Amanda Musgrave, Aly Havener, Janelle Devore, Gary Lewis, Beth Hill, Randy Bishop, Donna Sharp.
