REGULAR MEETING OF THE BOARD OF EDUCATION

FEBRUARY 8, 2017
The regular meeting of the Bement Community Unit School District 5 Board of Education was held Wednesday, February 8, 2017 in the FACS room.  The meeting was called to order by board president Jeff Funk at 7:00 p.m.
