REGULAR MEETING OF THE BOARD OF EDUCATION

MARCH 9, 2022
The regular meeting of the Bement Community Unit School District 5 Board of Education was held Wednesday, March 9, 2022 in the FACS classroom.  The meeting was called to order by board president Todd Scott at 7:01 p.m.
Board members present were Layna Somers, Kyle Rogers, Todd Scott, Denise Strack, Janice Fogerson, Trixie Stoerger-Flavin and Jeff Funk.
David Elder and Xander Hutchcraft spoke to the board about LifeSavers during the Bulldog Minute.
Board member Kyle Rogers left the meeting at 7:07 p.m.
Mr. Kepley gave his middle school/high school principal’s report on 8th grade Honors Night, high school Honors Night and high school graduation dates; TeacherEase training; Cassie Block winning the Piatt County Spelling Bee; 7th and 8th grade scholastic bowl matches; and upcoming dates. 
Mrs. Sweet gave her grade school principal’s report on reading curriculum meetings; Teachers Pay Teachers; spring picture day; Student of the Quarter and the PAWS assembly; IAR testing; and the upcoming Kids Heart Challenge.
