REGULAR MEETING OF THE BOARD OF EDUCATION

APRIL 13, 2022
The regular meeting of the Bement Community Unit School District 5 Board of Education was held Wednesday, April 13, 2022 in the FACS classroom.  The meeting was called to order by board president Todd Scott at 7:01 p.m.
Board members present were Layna Somers, Kyle Rogers, Todd Scott, Denise Strack, Janice Fogerson, Trixie Stoerger-Flavin and Jeff Funk.
Mr. Kepley gave his middle school/high school principal’s report on IAR testing; SAT and PSAT; 3rd quarter Breakout; IPS Student Leadership Awards; and upcoming dates. 
Mrs. Sweet gave her grade school principal’s report on IAR testing; Kids Heart Challenge; and the proposed new reading curriculum.
Mrs. Sweet gave her athletic director report on memorial donations; advertising space on the new scoreboard; baseball field work; IESA/IHSA annual renewals and uniforms.

A motion was made by Somers and seconded by Funk that the board accept the resignation of Sarah Fairbanks as vocal and instrumental music teacher effective at the end of the 2021-2022 school year.

A motion was made by Scott and seconded by Fogerson that the board approve the school fee schedule for the 2022-2023 school year.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.

A motion was made by Funk and seconded by Fogerson that the board approve the Consolidated District Plan with the ISBE for grants for the 2022-2023 school year.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.

A motion was made by Scott and seconded by Strack that the board approve the meeting dates and meeting start time change to 6:30 p.m. for the 2022-2023 school year.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.
A motion was made by Funk and seconded by Somers that the board approve the intergovernmental agreement with Deland-Weldon to share SLP services for the 2022-2023 school year.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.
