
BOARD MINUTES
BEMENT COMMUNITY UNIT SCHOOL DISTRICT 5

REGULAR MEETING OF THE BOARD OF EDUCATION

AUGUST 10, 2016
The regular meeting of the Bement Community Unit School District 5 Board of Education was held Wednesday, August 10, 2016 in the FACS room.  The meeting was called to order by board president Jeff Funk at 7:00 p.m.
Board members present were Jeff Funk, Janice Fogerson, Trixie Flavin, Valerie Stoerger, Jeanne Strack and Kyle Rogers.
Board member Todd Scott was absent.  
Mr. Kepley gave his middle school/high school report on athletics, marching band camp, preliminary enrollment, and new courses which will be offered this school year.
Mrs. Greenwood gave her elementary school report on preliminary enrollment, the Math curriculum workshop, and the mentoring day for new teachers.
In her superintendent’s report Mrs. Greenwood told the board that several summer projects have been finished.  The projects included new replacement windows, new asphalt on the playgrounds, protective fencing along Bodman Street, maintenance of the asphalt areas around campus, installation of twenty air conditioning units, upgrades to the electrical systems to support the AC’s, fence painting, and routine maintenance to the boiler, exhaust fans, dishwasher, lift, and the moving of gravel on the playgrounds to a safe depth.  Mrs. Greenwood told the board that the summer crew had an appreciation luncheon on Monday at Makin’ Pizza.  She said that the crew did a great job as usual.  Compliments are received all the time about how clean and maintained the school is.  

Sharon Uslan of Opterra Energy spoke to the board regarding work her firm can do in regards to the district’s upcoming 10 year Health Life Safety Survey.
Mrs. Greenwood presented the tentative 2016-2017 Bement CUSD 5 Budget.

A motion was made by Strack and seconded by Flavin that the board appoint Jani Hamilton as district treasurer for the 2016-2017 school year.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.

A motion was made by Funk and seconded by Stoerger that the board appoint the State Bank of Bement as the school district depositor for the 2016-2017 school year.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.

A motion was made by Flavin and seconded by Rogers that the board accept the resignation of Beth Hill.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.

A motion was made by Strack and seconded by Flavin that the board approve the employment of Tim Dooling as the high school Math/English teacher for the 2016-2017 school year.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.

A motion was made by Rogers and seconded by Strack that the board approve the Birch Bus contract for the 2017-2018 school year as presented.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.

A motion was made by Strack and seconded by Flavin that the board approve the APEX Learning Participation Agreement as presented.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.

A motion was made by Rogers and seconded by Flavin that the board approve the Macon Piatt ROE Education Service Agreement.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.

A motion was made by Strack and seconded by Rogers that the board approve the transfer of funds from Working Cash to the Transportation Fund.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.

A motion was made by Stoerger and seconded by Strack that the board approve the Section 125 Flexible Benefit Plan for 2016-2017 as presented.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.

A motion was made by Funk and seconded by Flavin that the board employ Julie Reynolds as the high school yearbook sponsor for the 2016-2017 school year.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.

A motion was made by Rogers and seconded by Strack that the board employ Jill Clodfelter as the middle school student council sponsor for the 2016-2017 school year.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.

A motion was made by Flavin and seconded by Fogerson that the board employ Anne Hobson as the high school student council co-sponsor for the 2016-2017 school year.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.

A motion was made by Strack and seconded by Fogerson that the board accept the resignation of Aly Havener as football cheerleading sponsor as presented.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.

A motion was made by Stoerger and seconded by Strack that the board adjourn at 8:56 p.m.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.
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
