                   REGULAR MEETING OF THE BOARD OF EDUCATION

                              AUGUST 12, 2015
The regular meeting of the Bement Community Unit School District 5 Board of Education was held Wednesday, August 12, 2015 in the FACS room.  The meeting was called to order by board president Jeff Funk at 7:02 p.m.
Board members present were Jeanne Strack, Jeff Funk, Janice Fogerson, Kyle Rogers, Todd Scott and Valerie Stoerger. 
Board member Jodi Wright was absent.

Mr. Kepley gave his middle/high school report on enrollment, athletics, and band camp. 

Ms. Greenwood gave her elementary school report on enrollment, summer maintenance work, and the new reading curriculum.
In her superintendent’s report Ms. Greenwood told the board that the School Improvement Plan for this year would incorporate Google training, Chromebooks, student growth and assessments, and bell to bell guided learning. On one of the SIP days teachers will travel to a neighboring school district to observe teachers who are doing full implementation of Chromebooks.  Ms. Greenwood discussed the tentative budget with the board.  Ms. Greenwood told the board that the Birch Bus Service contract for 2016-2017 was set at a 1% increase.  Ms. Greenwood discussed teacher institute day activities that the teachers and administrators would take part in.  Ms. Greenwood told the board that several teachers participated in a Crisis Prevention Institute that was held at the school.  Staff members learned how to help with any type of student situation that may occur.  The course taught de-escalation and restraining if necessary.  Ms. Greenwood told the board that the district’s Crisis Management team had met over the summer to rewrite the plan.  Ms. Greenwood told the board that this year mentoring teams are Hope Walker with Patty Miller, Kraig Rogers with Josh Davey and Jill Urbach with Jennifer Thomas.  The Parent/Guardian survey results were discussed.     
Ms. Greenwood told the board that the tentative 2015-2016 budget was on display in the unit office.

A motion was made by Fogerson and seconded by Stoerger that the executive session minutes of the June 10, 2015 regular meeting of the board of education be approved as presented.  Motion carried by a 4-0-2 roll call vote.  Strack – yes; Funk – yes; Stoerger – yes; Fogerson – yes; Rogers – abstain; Scott – abstain. 

A motion was made by Strack and seconded by Funk that the open session minutes of the June 10, 2015 regular meeting of the board of education be approved as presented.  Motion carried by a 4-0-2 roll call vote.  
Strack – yes; Funk – yes; Stoerger – yes; Fogerson – yes; Rogers – abstain; Scott – abstain. 

The board did a second reading of the Press Plus policy updates.

A motion was made by Strack and seconded by Rogers that the board accept and pay all bills as presented.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote. 

Ms. Greenwood and the board reviewed the treasurer’s report.
Board president Jeff Funk told the board that board member Jodi Wright would be resigning from the board.

A motion was made by Stoerger and seconded by Strack that the board adjourn to executive session at 7:55 p.m. to discuss the appointment, employment, compensation and resignation of specific personnel, collective negotiating matters between the public body and its employees or their representatives, or deliberations concerning salary schedules for one or more classes of employees.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.

A motion was made by Fogerson and seconded by Strack that the board return to open session at 9:15 p.m.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.

A motion was made by Scott and seconded by Funk that the board appoint Jani Hamilton school treasurer for the 2015-2016 school year.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.

A motion was made by Funk and seconded by Strack that the board appoint the State Bank of Bement as school depositor for the 2015-2016 school year.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.

A motion was made by Strack and seconded by Stoerger that the board accept Fawn Ames resignation as presented.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.

A motion was made by Strack and seconded by Fogerson that the board accept Andrew Brown’s resignation as middle school head basketball coach as presented.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.

A motion was made by Scott and seconded by Strack that the board employ Patty Miller as the middle school science teacher for the 2015-2016 school year.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.

A motion was made by Rogers and seconded by Funk that the board approve the Birch Bus Service contract for 2016-2017 as presented.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.

A motion was made by Rogers and seconded by Strack that the board approve the APEX Learning Participation Agreement as presented.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.

A motion was made by Scott and seconded by Rogers that the board approve the Macon Piatt Regional Office of Education Service Agreement as presented.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.

A motion was made by Stoerger and seconded by Strack that the board approve the Press Plus policy updates as presented.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.

A motion was made by Strack and seconded by Fogerson that the board approve the BEA/BOE CUSD 5 contract for 2015-2017 as presented.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.

A motion was made by Fogerson and seconded by Scott that the board approve the transfer of funds from Working Cash to the Education Fund and the Transportation Fund to cover deficit balances at the end of FY15 as presented.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.

A motion was made by Fogerson and seconded by Stoerger that the board adopt the Section 125 Flexible Benefit Plan as presented.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.

A motion was made by Scott and seconded by Fogerson that the board adjourn at 9:26 p.m.  Motion carried by a unanimous roll call vote.
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
